	* deal with clothes for toileting, socks/shoes – PE etc.; coats, aprons as necessary; using dressing up clothes (carnival)/role-play/ drama

*individual/grp discussions on toilet routines; reminders to go
	*to join in with rhythmic & rhyming activities

*to distinguish between sounds

*to link some sounds to letters

*know that print conveys meaning
	*clapping songs, move to beat; rhyming pair games, stories with rhymes, nonsense rhyme words

*sound lotto, sound stories, matching instrument games

*tongue twister, alliteration rhymes, identify initial sounds, initial sounds/letters in own name, make alphabet book/poster

*recognise own name, adults model reading, labels around centre – storage / displays
	*To describe shape

To use vocab to compare quantities
	*to describe shapes in flags, shapes when creating models eg animals, trees; shapes seen around room/garden

WEIGHT cooking, using balance scales, compare animals, veg – heavier, lighter

SIZE taller shorter – trees, ch lining up; length – rivers, snakes
