	Personal, social and emotional development



	Sense of Community

	0-11
	· Is learning that special people are a source of sustenance, comfort and support
	· Make good relationship with parents in order to share information that will help make child feel secure. Make family/key people photo book – talk to baby about people in it and the things you think they like about them, e.g. “There’s Nana, she gives you special cuddles and makes you laugh.”

	8-20
	· Is learning that own voice and actions have effects on others
	· Respond to child when s/he communicates that they want to do something. For older babies use photos/pictures to provide child with choices about songs, food, activity, for younger ones offer choice of items.

	16-26
	· Is learning that has similarities and differences that connect him to, and distinguish him from, others
	· Make photo board showing children taking part in activities they particularly enjoy or eating their favourite foods.  Individual books about each child and their likes/dislikes – share books at story time.

	22-36
	· Shows a strong sense of self as a member of different communities, such as family or setting

· Shows affection and concern for special people
	· Ask parents for photos of children taking part in community and family events – add to books as described above.  Encourage child to talk about what they are doing in each picture.  Ask parents for photos on a theme, e.g. “eating with my family” – make display and talk to children about similarities and differences.

· Form strong relationships with children, model concern and encourage to look after distressed, sad peers

	· Makes connections between different parts of their life experience
	· Invite parents in to cook foods that they typically eat at home with their children, or foods they prepare for celebrations.  Encourage parents and children to talk to the group about what they do at special times.  Group sharing activities – talking about what they did at the weekend, showing photos, clothes etc.

	· Has an awareness of, and an interest in, cultural and religious differences

· Understands that people have different needs, views, cultures and beliefs, that need to be treated with respect


	· As above.

· Provide opportunities for children to feel tranquil and at peace together, e.g. peer massage, hand massage. Resting in snugly areas

· Role play areas that reflect cultural diversity.

	Self Care

	0-11
	· Anticipates food routines with interest


	· Have particular song or piece of music that signals mealtimes. Give baby object of reference, e.g spoon or cup to develop anticipation. Encourage babies to share control of feeding routines, e.g. having own spoon in addition to the one adult has.

	8-20
	· Is beginning to indicate own needs, for example, by pointing


	· Ensure environment is visually stimulating – change arrangement of toys to encourage scanning and exploration.

	16-26
	· Communicates preferences
	· Offer choices – using actual objects or photos/symbols/pictures to aid choosing at mealtimes, snack, activity, song.

	22-36
	· Is becoming more aware that choices have consequences


	· Tell stories that highlight the consequences of choices, e.g. Pumpkin Soup, The Little Red Hen.  Provide visual story board that highlight the consequences of actions – use symbols or draw as you go along in order to meet needs of the situation.

	· Shows willingness to tackle problems and enjoys self-chosen challenges

· Takes initiatives and manages developmentally appropriate tasks

· Demonstrates a sense of pride in own achievement 


	· Range of activities that enable the child to make lots of decisions about how they are going to approach a task and what they will make/do, e.g. making toast – deciding from a range what topping they will have, provide containers with a range of different ways of opening, encourage independence in choosing and spreading and cutting.

· Take photos of child engaged in activity or of things they have made – let them take home to show what they have achieved. Look at profiles with child.

	Behaviour and self-control

	0-11
	· Is usually soothed by warm and consistent responses from familiar adults


	Learn which songs, lullabies parents use at home to provide consistency and familiarity. Play familiar piece of calm, soothing music at nap times. Massage activities. 

	8-20
	· Responds to a small number of boundaries, with encouragement and support
	Agree as a staff  team on what the boundaries are and if they will differ at all to meet needs of different children. Ensure that all team members emphasise the positive and tell children what they do want them to do rather than what they shouldn’t.

	16-26
	· Is beginning to learn that some things are his/hers, some things are shared, and some things belong to other people
	Provide clearly labelled places for child to keep his/her special things. Encourage sharing and using things together. Try to have duplicates of favoured items.

	22-36
	· Is aware that some actions can hurt or harm others
	Use Persona dolls to tell stories about things that happened to them and how it made them feel.  Have emotion symbols to underline the feelings of others.  Talk to children calmly about how things they have done make someone else feel.

	30-50
	· Is beginning to accept the needs of others, with support 

· Shows care and concern for others, for living things and the environment
	Encourage children to do things for each other, to comfort each other when upset, to share in the happiness and success of others.  When planning activities have one less piece of equipment than needed to encourage sharing and negotiation.

Looking after pets and plants in the garden. Peer massage.

	40-60+


	· Has an awareness of the boundaries set, and of behavioural expectations in the setting


	During group times ask children to talk about what are the things they should do in order to make sure that everyone is feeling safe and happy.  Encourage them to talk about when things did not go well and what made them better.

	Dispositions and Attitudes

	· Is learning that has influence on and is influenced by others

· Is learning that experiences can be shared
	Individual time with each child, e.g. when feeding. Anticipation games, e.g. peek a boo – giving baby opportunity to pull cloth from their or your face. Mirror babies movements and vocalisations to form a conversation – give baby time to see if they are able to mirror your expressions.

Treasure baskets- exploring natural materials using all the senses – 1:1 with an adult and with one or two others. Lying under gently wafting parachute and other fabrics with other babies

	8-20
	· Is discovering more about own likes and dislikes

· Has a strong exploratory impulse


	Lots of opportunities to taste and explore different food stuffs

 Seasonal treasure baskets – Autumn – leaves, apples, fir cones, conkers, Winter – ice sealed in bags, tinsel, oranges with cloves, cinnamon sticks etc

Surprise chest – which contains new or novel items for children to discover, initially model opening and discovering.  

Vary arrangement of stimulating equipment to encourage exploration. Provide different surfaces for children to move over and through.

	16-36
	· Is learning that s/he is special through the responses of adults to individual differences and similarities

· Is developing a curiosity about things and processes


	Make books about each child with photos, pictures, paintings they have done. Share books quietly with child, with family and with peers. Circle times where children share what they have done away from nursery. Share cultural, religious and ethnic experiences.

Seasonal boxes to explore (see above) Cooking activities where things change during the process, e.g. stained glass biscuits, making fruit smoothies, ice cream etc.

	30-60
	· Shows confidence in linking up with others for support and guidance

· Shows increasing independence in selecting and carrying out activities
	Activities where children have to negotiate to share equipment, e.g. have one less rolling pin than is needed.  

Collaborative large scale painting to make decorations for festivals. Cooking activities where children take on different tasks in order to collectively make something, e.g. sandwich production line 

Plan & review sessions to encourage thinking about what will do and what have done. Use pictures or symbols to provide visual prompts to aid processing.

	Self Confidence and Self Esteem

	0-11
	· Finds comfort in touch and in the human face

· Gain physical, psychological and emotional comfort from ‘snuggling in’.


	Strong keyworker relationship.  Ensure child gets regular individual attention, e.g. at meal times. Massage activities & songs that involve touch, e.g. Round and Round the Garden, Row the Boat.  Create snugly corners where child and adult can cuddle comfortably together

	8-20
	· Feels safe and secure within healthy relationships with key people

· Sustains healthy emotional attachments through familiar, trusting, safe and secure relationships
	Activities as above.

	16-26
	· Makes choices that involve challenge, when adults ensure safety


	Stimulating environment: large blocks on floor for children to move over, build with etc, cardboard boxes for getting in and out.

	22-36
	· Is beginning to be assertive and self-assured when others have realistic expectations of his/her competence


	Celebrate achievements which reflect significant progress for each child with peers and parents. Take photos, make display board “Look What We Can Do!”.

	30-60
	· Shows increasing confidence in new situations

· Talks freely about home and community


	Settling in plan for new children, encouraging older children to show their new friends where things are and how things can be used. Plan for transition to new settings, supporting visits, making transition books. Invite people from outside to talk to children, lead cooking sessions, sing.

Provide lots of opportunities for children to talk about what they have done:1:1 with an adult, in small groups or to whole class as appropriate to age and confidence.  Display board of “Things we do with our families”.

	Making Relationships

	0-11
	· Enjoys the company of others and is sociable

· Depends on close attachments with a special person within his setting


	Activities where babies are seated in a circle so they can see each other and the adults. Lay babies on mats beside each other so they can make physical and visual contact with each other.

Strong key worker relationship as before. Have photos available so parents can show baby who is in the room today.  Make photos books of special people to be shared at home and in nursery.

	8-20
	· Uses  developing physical skills to make social contact


	Engage in mirroring activities, developing a physical and verbal conversation with the child. Encourage children to come to you for a cuddle, to show you what they have done.

	16-26
	· Can be caring towards others
	Use symbols/photos to discuss emotions and talk to children about how we can help others.  Use stories where characters help each other.  Encourage children to comfort each other.

	30-50
	· Demonstrates flexibility and adapts his behaviour to different events, social situations and changes in routine


	Use visual cues (symbols, photos) to show children changes to routine, parent newsletters, communication board information so that parent’s can talk to their child and prepare them for what his happening.  Preview the next day at story time so children have an idea of upcoming events.

	· Forms good relationships with adults and peers


	Activities such a dancing and circle games where children have fun as part of a group. 


Communication, Language and Literacy

	Language for Communication

	0-11
	· Communicates in a variety of ways including crying, gurgling, babbling and squealing 

· Makes sounds with her voice in social interaction
	Be physically close, make eye contact and use touch and voice to communicate with young babies. Let babies communicate with and observe other babies and young children. Smile at baby and sing variety of songs/rhymes from range of cultures including babies own.

 Try to respond to the many ways the baby tries to reach you. Interpret the baby’s sounds by listening and responding or echo them. Use every day routines, such as dressing, changing, mealtimes to sing with and to talk to young babies and also encourage them to talk back to you.

	8-26
	· Takes pleasure in making and listening to a wide variety of sounds

· Creates personal words as she begins to develop language

· Uses single-word and two-word utterances to convey simple and more complex messages

· Understands simple sentences
	Share the discovery of sounds and words. When you show child an object, e.g. spoon, cup, banana say the word. Repeat back and reinforce what child says. 

Recognise young children’s competence and appreciate their efforts when they show their understanding of new words and phrases.

Model correct use of key words by using them in response to what children say, rather than by correcting them. Allow time to follow young children’s lead and have fun together whilst talking about what you are doing- eating the banana.

Explore with the children a range of different sounds that they can listen to in the environment (e.g. rain, wind ) and also make (e.g. squishy squashy when playing with jelly, bang, bong when banging saucepans)

	22-36
	· Learns new words very rapidly and is able to use them in communicating about matters which interest her
	Explore and talk about things which interest young children indoors and outdoors, and listen and respond to their questions. Play alongside children modelling use of language during play.

Value non-verbal communication and respond by adding words to action- “It looks like you are cooking….I am hungry!”

	30-60+


	· Listens to others in one-to-one or small groups when conversation interests her

· Responds to simple instructions

· Questions why things happen and gives explanations

· Is building up vocabulary that reflects the breadth of her experiences

· Has confidence to speak to others about her own wants and interests

· Is extending her vocabulary, especially by grouping and naming

· Sustains attentive listening, responding to what she has heard with relevant comments, questions or actions
	Listen to encourage talking- give children waiting time allowing them to think about what has been said. 

Model good listening. Making eye contact with speakers, asking relevant questions and commenting on what has been said.

Modelling of how to respond to instructions- cooking recipes. Introduce language involved in instruction giving- e.g. first you need to weigh the flour then mix in the eggs.

Introducing new vocabulary greetings in different languages, countries, ingredients. Play word games with range of ‘food’ words. Naming and grouping a range of everyday and novel food stuffs- extending vocabulary.

Encourage children to talk about their own likes and dislikes with food. Linking food to different situations/celebrations- What did you have to eat on your birthday/xmas etc.?

Explore songs, poems, rhymes from different countries/cultures/celebrations (bonfire, harvest, xmas). 

Listening area in classroom where children can select rhymes and stories from range of cultures.

	Language for Thinking

	0-20
	· Are intrigued by novelty and events and actions around them.

· Understands simple meanings conveyed in speech.

· Respond to the different things said to them when in a familiar context with a special person.
	Talk to baby about what you are doing. Create a stimulating sensory environment with activities that invite a response- use variety of food with a range of different tastes, smells, sounds, textures that you can talk to the babies about “What does that taste like? Oh it tastes so soft and fluffy…”

	16-36
	· Are able to respond to simple requests and grasp meaning from context.

· Use action, sometimes with limited talk, that is largely concerned with the here and now.

· Use language as a powerful means of widening contacts, sharing feelings, experiences and thoughts.
	At this stage children’s understanding is much greater than their ability to express their thought and ideas. Give child the opportunity to engage in symbolic play, e.g. Cooking dinner for their dolls in the sand.

Use talk to describe what children are doing by providing a running commentary: “It looks like you are cooking. I am hungry too! Oh your putting it in the oven. I wonder how long it will take to cook…”.

	30-60+


	· Uses talk to connect ideas, explain what is happening and anticipate what might happen next

· Uses talk, actions and objects to recall and relive past experiences

· Is beginning to make patterns in her experience through linking cause and effect, sequencing, ordering and grouping

· Uses talk to organise, sequence and clarify thinking, ideas, feelings and events
	Talking about past experiences- celebrations/food- birthdays, Christmas etc.

Allow children time to talk about things they have done and if so how it links to what we are doing. Value all contributions. Group times- sharing ideas, feelings, thoughts- what happened? How did it make you feel? What do you think will happen next?

Sequencing times of day- what do you eat at breakfast/lunch etc.

Ordering/grouping food stuffs using different criterion (shape/size/packaging/colour)

Talking about growing/ Recycling/composting- explaining what is happening-what will happen next?                                                                    Describing change- cause and effect. What happens when food goes in the oven/microwave/freezer etc?

	Linking Sounds and Letters

	0-20
	· Listens to, distinguishes and responds to intonations and the sounds of voices

· Enjoys babbling and increasingly experiments with using sounds and words to represent objects around her
	Share favourite songs with baby encouraging them to join in exploration of their fingers and toes while singing. Encourage playfulness, turn-taking and responses through peek-a-boo and rhymes.

Share the fun when babies discover new words and value their attempts at trying out new words. 

Find out from parents and use words that children use for things that are important to them, e.g. dada for dummy.

	16-36
	· Listens to and enjoys rhythmic patterns in rhymes and stories

· Distinguishes one sound from another

· Shows interest in play with sounds, songs and rhymes

· Repeats words or phrases from familiar stories
	Use a variety of different sounds, chants and rhymes with children as the pattern of words encourages children to speak, repeat and echo what they are hearing.

Use different body sounds during stories to create rhythmic pattern, “The cow stomped across the field”- children stamp their feet.

 Repeat words/phrases “The rabbit munched the carrot and said yum yum yum” Also revisit books so children can anticipate their favourite phrases- encourage them to be vocal and join in with story/rhyme.

Talk about the different sounds they hear, such as the chicken’s “cluck” while sharing a book individually or as a small group.

	30-60+


	· Enjoys rhyming and rhythmic activities

· Shows awareness of rhyme and alliteration

· Continues a rhyming string

· Hears and says the initial sound in words and knows which letters represent some of the sounds


	Exploring new words and sounds- e.g. firework song- whizzz, bangggg, poppppppp. Changing length of sounds-long/short and pitch- loud/quiet.

Silly soup, range of food focussing on initial letter sounds- e.g. “What sound does a banana start with? What letter makes a b sound?”

Creating nonsense rhymes-witches spells “a flippy floppy flat fat froggy” Scribe children’s rhymes and revisit later or share with another group.

Reintroduce drums- Little red hen rap, rhythms of names.

Use drums/body to tap out words and simple phrases.

Create letter and word rich environment where children see the purpose of letters and words.

	Reading

	0-11
	· Listens to familiar sounds, words, or finger plays
	Playing peek-a-boo and singing rhymes with young babies can help them listen and take part. Play games with every day activities, e.g. waiting for fingers to pop out of a sleeve.

	8-36
	· Responds to words and interactive rhymes, such as “Clap Hands”

· Shows interest in stories, songs and rhymes

· Has some favourite stories, rhymes, songs, poems or jingles
	Read/tell stories whilst interacting with children. Use different voices when telling stories and encourage children to join in as much as possible.

Encourage children to handle and explore books with variety of other visual/physical stimuli, e.g. finger puppets, props.

Try drawing their attention to pictures in books and print in the environment.

	30-60+


	· Shows interest in illustrations and print in books and print in the environment

· Enjoys an increasing range of books

· Knows that information can be retrieved from books and computers


	Using internet to find recipes and info about celebrations around world. 

Explore menus, packaging, restaurant signs. Illustrations- recipe books/cards.

Look at print/symbols from different countries

Look at range of books (both fiction/non-fiction) involving food/celebrations from range of cultures and around the world. Have multiple copies so that children can take home and share key texts with their families. Reinforce to parents the importance of reading with their children.

	Writing

	0-11
	· Moves arms and legs and increasingly uses them to reach for, grasp and manipulate things
	Place babies where they can focus on, grasp toys, wriggle and roll freely. Talk about the random marks babies make, e.g. in food, gloop etc. Provide varying size objects for babies to reach towards/pick up to strengthen different arm/hand muscles.



	8-36
	· Is beginning to make marks

· Examines the marks she and others make

· Distinguishes between the different marks she makes
	Provide wide range of mark making opportunities on the ground/walls (water, mud, chalks) finger painting. Use salt, sand, foam and grain trays with objects (cars, pencils, sticks) or just fingers and hands.

Talk to children about the patterns and marks they make, showing them that you value what they do. If children find a favourite way of making marks, give them the chance to do it. Provide stimulus for children- pictures of food next 

	30-60+


	· Sometimes gives meaning to marks as she draws and paints

· Ascribes meanings to marks she sees in different places

· Uses writing as a means of recording and communicating
	Provide activities where children can both experiment with mark making/writing and write for a purpose – use play and experience to generate writing. E.g. Making own recipes/menus/shopping lists/labels. 

Writing during role play activities- farm shop, taking food orders in restaurant, witches spells.

Making lunch mats- encouraging name writing.

Offer regular opportunities for children to see and discuss adults writing for specific purposes- writing a shopping list, story, instructions, and observations. Talk to the child about what you are doing and why.

Display and celebrate examples of children's own writing.
Have pens readily available in all areas for children to write names on things made-reinforce the purpose of writing name so we ‘know who’s model/painting it is’.

	Handwriting

	· Plays with own fingers and toes and focuses on objects around her

· Is beginning to bring together hand and eye movements to fix on and make contact with objects
	Ensure babies have time to explore their own fingers and toes- singing and touching toes together.

Provide range of activities which encourage large and fine motor movements- pushing a ball to another child, passing a car, painting on a large scale.

	16-26
	· Makes random marks with her fingers and some tools
	Help young children to develop their manipulative skills by engaging them in activities such as scribbling, rolling and printing. Provide resources for finger painting and play with soapy water to interest those who are not able to hold a brush or pen to mark make.

	· Is beginning to show some control in her use of tools and equipment
	Encourage children to handle and manipulate a variety of media and implements. Ensure children have access to a range of tools and objects, e.g. spoons, knives, hammers, saws, clay tools, rolling pins, different materials to print with, wood.

· Draws lines and circles using gross motor movements

· Manipulates objects with increasing control

· Is beginning to form recognisable letters


	Using range of food making equipment in different contexts- spoons, knives, whisks, pizza cutters, biscuit cutters. Grating, squeezing juice. Use woodwork bench-hammers, saws, sandpaper.

Creating patterns (divali)- divas using clay tools.

Hand massage and peer massage- encourages neural connections from fingers to brain. Awareness of sense of self in space.
