language of weight (heavier/ lighter; balanced)





*has 1:1 correspondence (ext: can compare grps – more/less, same; can share objects into equal groups)





* balance scales – sand; compare bears; x amount coloured water - weighs 3 bricks…; 


Use balance scales for recipes – crispie cakes ……





giving out drinks, snacks, small world picnics, blocks on lorries; cocoa beans on trees, smarties (counters) on cakes; fair-trade game

adult draw attention during cooking activities, grp time discussion; ‘healthy snacks’


trikes, scooters to follow roads avoiding others

*to recognise rhythm in spoken words 





*to know that print conveys meaning and that English print R to L and top to bottom














Respond to verbal name, recognise name card, to begin to write name





*clapping rhymes, syllables in words (inc name)





Recog own name, adult model pointing to text – big book story, recipe books/cards





Knowledge and Understanding of the World





*to investigate materials, observe and comment on change 


*to show an interest in where choc comes from, climate








*to use everyday technology





choc – when warm, cold, room temp; hot choc drink





books, www, video – what is it made from, where does it grow, type of climate; identify S.America on map 


digital camera, microwave
